Non-uniform at local school or dress-down day at work - £1 per person

Ask your local school to sell homemade cakes - £250

Bag-packing & collection at a local supermarket - £150

Organise a barn dance or race night in your community - £300

Place collection boxes in your local shops and pubs - £40 per box
