Leeds Postmen Deliver Funds For Sick Children

Two Leeds postmen have biked their way from Liverpool to Leeds to raise
money for local families with seriously ill children.

The two friends, Lee Mcclusky and Carl Gardner, who work for the Royal Mail
at its Tong Road office rode 127 miles along the Liverpool/Leeds canal,
starting at 5.30am and finishing 16 hours later in Leeds city centre. The
purpose was to raise money for Eckersley House, the Home from Home run
by The Sick Children’s Trust at St James’s Hospital.

Lee says: “It's a ride we’ve always wanted to do, and although the route is
fairly flat, it was exhausting. We’ve had tremendous support from friends and
work mates and have raised £1,000 so far.”

Lee’s partner Caroline Jowsey works at Eckersley House as assistant House
Manager. The 15-bedroom Home offers accommodation to the families of
seriously ill children receiving treatment at the hospital.

Chief executive of The Sick Children’s Trust, Claudette Watson, said: “We
would like to thank Lee and Carl for their brilliant effort. It costs us £25 per
night to provide accommodation for parents who would otherwise have
nowhere to stay near the hospital. This donation means we will be able to
help many more families.”
